2018 Grade Placement Requests

As you will see over the page, we have finalised our class structure for 2018.
Teachers can now begin discussions regarding the placement oftheir
students for 2018. If you have any educational or social matters you would
like to be considered when classes are being preparedplease ensure you
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address these with your chil doés
week. You can also talk about your students to our unit
coordinators, F -2 Rhian or 3 -6 Cheryl. Of course, it may not be possible
to grant every request. If your request conflicts with other key issues, the
teachers may decide to place your student where they see the best fit. Our
teachers look at previous teachers, academic progress, maturity, and, of

course, their friendship list.

Our aim is to inform children of their class placement and teacher

prior to the end of the school year so they can meet their new

classmates and teachers. As our policy states it should be the last day,
but I will endeavour to let students know earlier so they can spend some time
meeting new classmates and teachers. In some circumstances this can
change over the long break due to student movement (a coupl e of children in
or out can drastically impact on our structure) and in this event every effort
would be made by me to notify parents concerned of the change.

2018

We are now ready to let you know our structure for next year:

One Foundation class, two rooms, teacher and aide, two 1/2 grades (two
fulltime teachers plus a 0.6 teacher to support English and Maths), two 3/4
grades, three 5/6 classes, Performing Arts, Visual Arts, Japanese, PE and
Kitchen Garden. We will also be continuing our Reading Improvement and
QuickSmart Maths programs.

We are really excited about the staffing for 2018 and it allows us to finish our
four-year Strategic Plan with quality teaching and learning. | hope to let you
know the staff attached to each role next week (or at the latest the week
after). An enrolment of 196 for 2018 has impacted on grades and grade sizes.
All Staffing in State schools is directly linked to enrolments. After meeting
with the Finance Department of DET we decided that the way forward was to
place expertise where it is best suited, as DET staffing money will now not
cover 9 standalone grades.

For 2017 we changed our Foundation structure to have all 24 in one class
across two rooms with one teacher and teacher aide support. This worked
better than we had hoped and the children have progressed beautifully! With
similar enrolments for 2018 in Foundation we will again follow this model and
be ready to go from day one, even better than this year!

With 56 students in our Year 1/2 area we can only run two grades. To
assist with these two grades we are placing a very experienced English and
Mathematics teacher to be a third person in all English and Maths sessions
(plus few extra). Having that third person for English and Maths brings the
ratio for these key sessions down to 1 teacher to about 18 students.

We are continuing to run two Year 3/4 classes as we have this year and we
are also having three Year 5/6 classes as was the case this year.
