Covered Play Progress

on getting the very best possible outcomes for our school. We have also
managed to include Basketball/Netball rings (swing around type),
replacement of our ‘shack’ with a 4-compartment Stratco type shed and
an extension of the new fence to meet with the new shed, LED lighting
under the roof, DC power and finally (and a new addition) a grated gutter
on the school side to stop water flowing across the asphalt.

School Captains

School Council welcomed our School Captains, Aurora and Lachie, to
speak to us at Council Meeting. Lachie and Aurora spoke for all students
when they presented us with a list of requests:

New carpets in the senior area, new iPads, new classroom furniture desks
and chairs for senior school, class pets, enclosed classroom 5/6C, blinds in
senior area, a Torres Strait islander flag, heating for whole school, more
shades in the bottom playground and astro-turf in front of the soccer
goals. I was happily able to tell them that 30 new iPads are already
coming to the school and the old iPads are going to the art room/music
room and blinds have already been purchased. The blinds for the three
senior rooms have already been purchased and will go up over the
holidays. Aurora also requested that the new principal should ensure staff
retain the first name basis rather than Mr or Mrs or Miss. The student’s
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leadership team are also planning the painting and redecorating of the
rebound wall and making it as a school wide design competition. One side
will be for the senior school and the other the junior school.

Mid — Year Report

As I mentioned in our EPP report last month we usually have a mid year
progress Report of our Annual Implementation Plan early term 3. As I
won't be here I thought it best to reflect on our progress at this June
meeting.

1 Establish and continue to build our instructional practice capacities for
teaching literacy and numeracy, including our non-negotiables
structure, strategy and practices.

1 Create a learning environment to ensure students are engaged.

Goal 2

To build a rich, relevant, challenging and stimulating learning
environment that promotes consistently high levels of student
engagement.

Ensure whole school data is regularly collected as per Assessment
Schedule.

Ensure staff are using classroom-based skills to analyse data and
participate in regular assessment moderation sessions.

Complete regular professional learning that engages staff in how to
best use assessment data to plan and deliver curriculum at their
students’ levels.

Develop teacher teams and timetables for planning and professional
learning time to focus on data interpretations.

Organise a team, including Principal to attend a Leading Teams Bastow
program.

Ensure all staff professional learning plans are aligned to the school’s
Priorities.

Ensure each teacher has a professional learning goal focusing on using
data to inform teaching.

Complete a review of classroom assessment ensuring assessments are
of high quality and have clear consistent criteria.

Introduce the new Essential Assessments Program and develop our
new whole school assessment schedule.
