School procedures for the bushfire season
Fire danger ratings and
warnings are used in Victoria tc
provide clear direction on the
safest options for preserving
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services listed on the DET
Bushfire At-Risk Register
(BARR) will be closed when a
Code Red fire danger ratig day
is determined in their Bureau 01
Meteorology district.
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Our school has been identified as being one of those at high
bushfire risk and is listed on the BARR.

Where possible, we will provide parents with up to four days
notice of a potential Code Reday closure byletter, TigBiz,

Website and Email. A Code Red day will be determined by the
Emergency Management Commissioner no later than 1.00 pm the
day before the potential closure.

Once we are advised of the confirmation of the Code Red day we
will provide you with advice before the end of the school day.

Once confirmed, the decision to close will not change, regardless
of improvements in the weather forecast.  This is to avoid
confusion and help your family plan alternative care arrangements for
your child. Itis also important to note that:
1 No staff will be on site on days where the school is closed due
to a forecast Code Red day.
9 Out-of-schookhours care will also be cancelled on these days.
1 School camps will be cancelled if a Code Red fidtanger rating
day is determined for the Bureau of Meteorology district in
which the camp is located.
